Q: What are the Sacraments of 
Initiation?
A: The Sacraments of 
Initiation are Baptism, 
Confirmation and Eucharist. 
They enable us to become 
fully immersed or initiated 
into the life of the Catholic 
community.

Q: When are sacraments 
celebrated?
A: Baptism is the first 
sacrament we receive. 
Through this sacrament 
we begin our journey into 
the faith and life of the 
community.

we speak of them receiving 
their First Holy Communion 
during the Mass or Eucharist.

Q: Who prepares my child for 
the Eucharist?

A: The short answer is 
that it’s a combined 
effort. Parents, teachers 
and catechists all play a 
role in preparing children 
to celebrate their First 
Communion.

Since parents are the first and 
ongoing educators in faith of 
their children, they play an 
important part in being role 
models and teaching children 
about giving thanks, asking 
for forgiveness, sharing what 
they have with others, and 
doing what they can to reach 
out to others in any kind of 
need. 

Teachers and catechists 
support what parents 
are doing and work in 
partnership to provide input 
into the formal learning 
about the meaning of the 
sacraments.

Confirmation is the 
sacrament that completes 
Baptism. We are anointed 
with oil and sealed with the 
Spirit. 

Reconciliation/Penance is 
a sacrament of healing and 
forgiveness of our sins. In 
our Church, this sacrament 
is celebrated before First 
Holy Communion.

The Eucharist is the 
sacrament that completes 
the process of initiation into 
the Catholic Church. This 
sacrament is at the heart of 
the life of the Church. 

We frequently refer to the 
Eucharist as Mass. The 
Eucharist has its origins in 
the Last Supper Jesus shared 
with his disciples before 
his death, and is a sacred 
memorial for the Church, 
in which we are reminded 
of the words and actions 
of Jesus and then receive 
his body and blood during 
Communion.

When Catholics 
gather together 
in small groups 
for prayer, or as 
part of a large 
congregation on a 
Sunday, there are 
some symbols that 
are used that have 
special meaning for 
all Catholics.

The cross 
Jesus died on a cross. This 
cross is also referred to as 
the Tree of Life because, 
although Jesus died on it, he 
also rose from it to new life. 
Christians bless themselves 
with the Sign of the Cross 
and they say these words:

‘In the name of the Father, 
and of the Son, and of the 
Holy Spirit.’

These words are often used 
to begin times of prayer, and 
are used at our Baptism.

Candles 
We use candles as symbols 
of Christ’s presence among 
us as the Light of the World. 
Whenever Christians gather 
to pray, the lighting of 
candles is a simple way of 
acknowledging the presence 
of Christ amongst us.

Water 

This is a symbol of 
life. When people are 
baptised into the Catholic 
community, water is poured 
over the head of the person 
and the words prayed by the 
priest are:

‘I baptise you in the name 
of the Father and of the Son 
and of the Holy Spirit.’

When this happens at 
Baptism, it is a symbol of 
the new life a person is 
entering into as a Christian. 
Sometimes people bless 
themselves with water and 
make the Sign of the Cross. 
This reminds us of our 
Baptism. 

Oil 
Oil is used as a sign of 
strengthening. When a 
person is baptised, the Sign 
of the Cross is made with oil. 
This signifies that the person 
is being strengthened to live 
as a Christian and follower 
of Jesus.

 Values

The Christian story is the 
‘bigger family story’. In each 
theme, there is a message 
from the Scriptures. Our 
shared family story in the 
Catholic community is 
grounded in the story of 
Jesus and the values from 
his message. 

 Experience

This provides some ways 
of thinking about the 
theme and sharing some 
reflections and family 
memories or stories about 
daily family experiences 
with your children. It may 
also be a way for families 
to do things together to 
strengthen family life.

 Connection 
Make it a ritual to spend a few 
moments together reflecting 
on the day. It may take the 
form of having each family 
member naming something 
good about the day. Gratitude 
is always a winner! 

This will help your child to 
understand the importance 
of prayer and of developing 
a personal relationship with 
Jesus. 

 Activities 
Suggestions are provided 
for family activities to make 
connections between what 
we do and what we have 
learned together about the 
theme. This is an excellent 
way to remain connected to 
your child’s journey.

 Journalling
This section is an 
opportunity for children to 
be imaginative and to write 
or draw freely about what 
they are thinking about 
and feeling. It gives parents 
a chance to understand 
what their children might 
be experiencing and allow 
room for discussion.

A journey has begun. This Synod is an opportunity 

for the entire People of God to discern together how 
to move forward on the path towards being a more synodal 

Church in the long-term. Throughout the world, gatherings 
of various people have met to discuss their lived experiences. 

Importantly, these gatherings have sought to include a wide variety 
of individuals, including those ‘on the margins’. A guiding document 
– Instrumentum Laboris – was written to all, in preparation for a global 
meeting of bishops in Rome over two sessions. The first meeting was held 
in October 2023 and the second to occur in October this year.

The heart of Pope Francis’ call to a synodal church
is about all of us having a shared responsibility for the life 

of the Church – and for our communities at large.

How does the 
Church work now?

The Church is seen as having a 
hierarchical structure: lay people at 
the bottom, then priests, bishops, 
and Pope Francis at the top. This 
structure, developed over centuries, 
is now being questioned.

What is a synodal Church?
A synodal Church is where the entire 
parish community – lay people, priests, 
and bishops – make pastoral decisions 
together when responding to their 
various needs.

What should a synodal 
Church look like?

Pope Francis starts by highlighting 
our shared humanity: that we have 
a common dignity – all equal before 
God. Recalling our collective identity 
as people of God, Pope Francis’ 
teachings on synodality highlights the 
importance of co-responsibility and 
participation. In such a model, the 
priest or bishop is not ‘more important’ 
than any other believer, because all 
have a shared responsibility.
